Biography Interview Book Report

Your biography book report will be in the form of a talk show or news program interview.  You will be creating 10 questions that an interviewer might ask your biography subject if they were conducting an interview with that person.  You will also be preparing the answers to those ten questions as your subject might answer them.  You will then partner with a classmate and present your interview questions and answers to the class.  You will play the part of interviewee (subject of your biography).  You will need props or a small costume to demonstrate who you are.

Your 10 questions/answers must elicit the following information from your subject:

· Your subject’s name.

· Is your subject still living, or are they from the past?

· If your subject is a historical figure, during what time period did they live?

· What contribution did, or does, your subject make to society (i.e. why are they famous? Important?)

· The rest of your questions should help us to understand why your subject became the person that he/she is.  You may want to ask and answer questions about their childhood, what was happening in the world during their lifetime, what people or events influenced the decisions they made, or what makes them unique.

· Questions cannot be “Why are you famous?” or “Are you dead?”
· Questions and answers should reveal what kind of person your subject is/was including character traits.
· Questions/answers must be typed or neatly handwritten on index cards.  You will need 2 copies – one for yourself and one for your partner.
